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FAMOUS SCIENTIST, POLITICAL ANALYST PETER SCHULZE PASSED AWAY
In Memory of our dear colleague Prof. Peter W. Schulze

With a very sad heart we are letting our academic community know that our friend and colleague Prof. Peter
W. Schulze passed on April 17, 2020. Prominent political scholar, honorary professor at the Institute of Po-
litical Sciences at University of Gottingen and cofounder of the Dialogue of Civilizations Research Institute
(Berlin), Peter also served on the editorial board of our Journal.

We are grateful to Prof. Schulze for accepting our invitation to attend the III International Scientific Confer-
ence "Russia and the West: Topical Issues of Sociology, Political Science and International Relations in the
Age of Globalization" that took place at Udmurt State University in October of 2019, where Peter delivered a
talk titled "Europe’s Place in a Changing Global Architecture.”

Prof. Schulze was known around the world as a distinct scholar and an active public figure. He was a mem-
ber of the German-Russian Forum, the International Institute of Liberal Politics, and the Friedrich Ebert
Fund. Peter was working hard on promoting justice and political stability in Europe and paid special atten-
tion to developing cooperation between Russia and Germany. He always brilliantly justified his views and
was always admired by his colleagues, students, and readers for creating spectacular scientific manuscripts.
As a cofounder of the Dialogue of Civilizations Research Institute, he strongly supported the idea of equality
in the dialogs between civilizations.
